This line of thinking remains entrenched in the Indian political, intellectual, bureaucratic, and business 

constituencies. 

This book by renowned economist and policymaker Arvind Panagariya is an attempt to systematically 

document the economic history of the Nehru era and its impact on contemporary economic thought 

and post-Nehru economic policymaking. 

How did this system evolve? What was the influence of Nehru’s thinking on it? Above all, how did the 

economic history and thought of this era affect subsequent policymaking in India? These are the big 

questions that this volume attempts to answer.

Indians 

were also the most highly educated; 72 percent are college graduates, compared to 51 percent of other 

Asians and 30 percent of the rest of the population.

Indian War. While his part in the missile crisis that threatened to snowball into a nuclear war has been 

thoroughly studied, his critical role in the Sino-Indian War has been largely ignored. Bruce Riedel fills 

that gap with JFK's Forgotten Crisis: Tibet, the CIA, and the Sino-Indian War. Riedel's telling of the 

president's firm response to China's invasion of India and his deft diplomacy in keeping Pakistan 

neutral provides a unique study of Kennedy's leadership. Embedded within that story is an array of 

historical details of special interest to India, remarkable among which are Jacqueline Kennedy's role in 

bolstering diplomatic relations with Prime Minister Jawaharlal Nehru and Pakistan President Ayub 

Khan, and the backstory to the China-India rivalry - what is today the longest disputed border in the 

world.

When European missionaries first arrived in India in the sixteenth century, they entered a world both 

fascinating and bewildering.

Indeed, Hindus subverted some of the missionaries’ own tools and strategies in the 

process, triggering the birth of Hindu nationalism, now so dominant in the country. 

In Gods, Guns and Missionaries, Manu S. Pillai takes us through these remarkable dynamics. With an 

arresting cast of characters―maharajahs, poets, gun-wielding revolutionaries, politicians, polemicists, 

philosophers and clergymen―this book is ambitious in its scope and provocative in its position. Lucid 

and exhaustive, it is, at once, a political history, a review of Hindu culture and a study of the social 

forces that prepared the ground for Hindu nationalism. Turning away from simplistic ideas on 

religious evolution and European imperialism, the past as it appears here is more complicated―and 

infinitely richer―than popular narratives allow.
